SIX PROPOSED INITIATIVES FROM MARCH 12 LAUNCH

OF “THE EDGEWATER ENVIRONMENTAL PLAN”

SHORT TERM:  (In 2009)

· Identify a “Cleaning Captain” for each of the 16 Edgewater Block Clubs

(Default would be the Block Club President)
· Encourage each fast food restaurant to pledge regular community cleanups.

(Very preliminary work is in process right now !)

MEDIUM TERM (2010 – 2012)

· Encourage many (individual citizen) “Cleaning Heros” 

(Laurentina Barrerra  - a prime example)

· Eliminate all glass litter through active support of individuals and businesses

(Reasoning – broken glass hurts children, gives flat tires to cars and bicycles)
LONGER TERM (2012 – 2015)

· Consider the reduction in the number of private waste haulers

(We realize that the city plans for zones has stopped; but room in-between?)

· Encourage all business areas to be served by a Special Services Area

(But no new taxes now, while in period of economic difficulty)
