On the back side of this page is a list of energy saving activities for a building.  For those activities you are doing or have done, copy the points associated with that action into the “Achieved” column. 

For instance, if you have three room air conditioners, put a three in the achieved column; if two of them have an EER higher than 12, put a 2 in the Achieved column; if one of them has an EER greater than 14, put a 1 in the Achieved column.  You now have six points in the Achieved column (3+2+1) for your room air conditioners.  Similarly, if you have CFL lights in all of your light fixtures, you Achieved three points (2+1). 

Now, add up the points in the Achieved column,  If it totals 25 or more you have earned a silver medal; 40 or more and you are gold; and 55 or more you have achieved Platinum status.  A certificate will be awarded, you will get a decal or two for a window and you will be recognized at our annual meeting. 

CUB Energy Saver

The Citizens Utility Board (CUB) has a program ( http://www.cubenergysaver.com/ ) to track your electricity use, give rewards for energy savings, and accumulate savings for Edgewater.  Currently, there are 46 people in Edgewater who have signed up and have saved an accumulated 29,000 kilowatt hours (KWh) of electricity.  That is more than Rogers Park has saved, but less than Uptown.  

The program includes energy saving tips, to help cut electricity use.
