Rain Barrel FACTS!

Size of the barrels: 55 gallon capacity, Diameter is approximately 21 inches, height is approximately 34 inches

Rain barrels come in three colors, tan, blue and black; but choice of colors will be available at time of pickup and on a first come, first served basis

There is a limit of 2 barrels per household.

Barrels cost $50 each. Purchase with a credit card, on-line only. No cash or check sales at pick-up locations. No returns or exchanges.

Painting Your Rain Barrel

Paint your rain barrels to make them attractive and unique! Use paint to alter the color of your rain barrel and it will blend into to your landscaping. You can also create a unique design to accentuate your garden and impress neighbors and friends. Follow these three basic steps to change the look of your rain barrel: 

1. CLEAN! Use a 1:1 mix of vinegar and water to wash the entire outside surface of the barrel, then let it dry completely. You do not need to rinse the barrel after washing. 

2. PREPARE! With a sanding sponge, gently sand the areas of the barrel you intend to paint. Then, apply a coat of Exterior Latex Bonding Primer using a roller or broad brush. 

3. PAINT! Once the primer has dried, start painting your rain gathering masterpiece!
